Moved by Alderperson Beinborn and seconded by Alderperson Bockhop that the Common Council approve the consent agenda items:  Approval of the minutes of the December 9, 2015, Regular Meeting of the Common Council and the November 12, November 23, December 8, December 14, December 18 and December 22, Special Meetings of the Common Council; approval of notice of this meeting posted on the bulletin board at City Hall and e-mailed to the Tri-County Press on December 30, 2015; and authorize payment of claims against the General Fund and Municipal Sewer Plant in the amount of $596,623.28.

Department Reports  
President John Beinborn presented the police department’s monthly report.  The selection committee has narrowed down the candidates for the Detective Sergeant position to 4 of 9 candidates.  The Police Advisory Committee is scheduled to meet on January 12 at 6:00 p.m. to consider and possibly take action regarding the hiring for the Detective Sergeant position.      

DPW Morrissey presented his monthly report.  The new plow truck should be delivered by the end of the week.  Snow removal is going well, with a few issues here and there.  The crew is doing a good job.  Christmas lights will be taken down by end of week.  The crew has been experimenting with light colors on the Christmas bells to determine whether they will go with yellow or white next year.  Stan Banfield has the equipment for the new 4G service installed on the water tower.  We are having a PSC audit of the electric utility which will run from now thru mid-March.  The new scoreboard has been installed at Splinter Park.  The Kendall Murray sign is in the process of being redone and will be installed on the lower part of the sign.  Thanks to the Gail McWilliams family for donation of another bench to be installed in the Multi Use Court area.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Economic Development Director Jones presented his monthly report.  Quotes received for RFP for wetland delineations in the amounts of $4,900 and $3,200.  TID fund projections completed and need to be coordinated with the budget.  Jones is exploring certification and marketing options WEDC, UPW and Prosperity SW Wisconsin.  Expecting information from WE Energies in January on natural gas capacity in Industrial Park.  WEDC Webinar scheduled for 1/12/16.  Jones is working on updating properties on LOIS of Greater Dubuque.  A sign has been ordered for Slater’s Auto Glass, a new business in the Industrial Park. The Swiderski visit to Platteville went well.  Potential addition of a 100 unit apartment complex in Platteville with a possible satellite in Cuba City.  Jones had two prospect developer discussions, one tour completed with a second tour scheduled with Platteville partners, and meetings planned with Potosi and Dubuque economic development and tourism partners.  Jones is in discussion regarding property development with Gary McCrea from Benton and Lori Droessler of Cuba City.  Sub-committee to meet on 1/7/16.  Jones met with economic development and tourism partners, Frank Fiorenza of Potosi, Chris Hamilton of Visit Galena, Keith Rahe of Travel Dubuque and Rick Dickinson of Greater Dubuque to discuss destination business/tourism reviewed infrastructure costs in the Industrial Park with DPW Morrissey.  Jones is exploring marketing Antique Town marketing options.  Jones read the First Impressions Report from the Extension which he cannot share yet, but feels the contents to be consistent with the CDC’s planning.  Jones is exploring donation options for a Presidential Library.  Updates to the Revolving Loan Fund Manual and Loan Board are needed.  Entrepreneurial and business classes with GCEDA will take place in Platteville in early 2016.  Jones met with SBDC on 1/4/16 to partner with them and GCEDA.  Intern Andrew Kordus will assist with the promotional materials.  The Cuba City Event Committee is asking the Downtown Task Force and Chamber of Commerce to join forces on a 2016 event.  Travel Dubuque has offered to share their planning and promotional information in a presentation to the Cuba City Event Committee.  Funds are available in both the Façade Improvement Loan and Grant Programs.  Jim Schneller’s application for participation in the Façade Program was approved and recommended for approval by the Downtown Task Force.  The property located at 123 N. Main was purchased by Kevin Kisting.  Kisting and Jones met on 1/4/16 to discuss business and façade application.  There are two interested parties in the property located at 204 S. Main Street.  Jones is in discussions with Tim Hilvers on his conditional use permit.  Jones met with Jill on Community Garden plans for 2016 and is scheduled to meet with Gail McWilliams on 1/12/16 to begin planning for the Community Market.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                      

Fire Chief Tranel presented the department’s monthly report.  The department is working on the FEMA Grant application.  Calls for the month include one EMS lift assist in the City.  For the year 2015, there were a total of 56 calls; 31 in the City, 16 in Smelser Township, 1 in Elk Grove Township and 8 were assists.        

Cuba City Area Rescue Squad President Rita Luna presented the department’s monthly report.  For the year 2015, the CCARS received a total of 278 calls, which is down just a few from the previous year.  The month of October brought the largest number of calls at 29, and March was the lowest at 13.  EMT Kelvin Luna responded to a record number of 104 calls in 2015.  The carpeting in the conference area of CCARS has a large run the width of the room and is quite worn, causing issues with cleaning.  While not urgent, this carpet will need to be replaced sometime in the future.
