REGULAR MEETING of the COMMON COUNCIL of the City of Cuba City, April 6, 2016.

Mayor Thomas J. Gile presiding.  Called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Mayor Gile asked all present to join in reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

Moved by Alderperson Beinborn and seconded by Alderperson Hendrickson that the Common Council approve the consent agenda items:  Approval of the minutes of the March 2, 2016, Regular Meeting of the Common Council; approval of notice of this meeting posted on the bulletin board at City Hall and e-mailed to the Tri-County Press on April 1, 2016; and authorize payment of claims against the General Fund and Municipal Sewer Plant in the amount of $313,321.68.

Committee Reports 
Park & Recreation Committee – Cuba City Sports Complex (Multi-Use Court) dedication is scheduled for Sunday, May 29th @ 12:30 PM.   The committee is hoping to have some of the individuals who raised the money used for the multi-use court project back in the 60’s speak at the dedication.  The committee is looking into fundraising options for new lights for the court. Signs for the ATV trails are being made and Mayor Gile noted that Bob Simon is looking into a donation from the Tavern League to help cover the costs.  

Department Reports  
Chief Terpstra presented the police department’s monthly report.  The CCPD has some upcoming training with the Lafayette County Sheriff’s Department as well as with the EMS and Fire Dept.  Chief Terpstra continues to work on the logistics for storage of Narcan to prevent it from freezing.  Chief Terpstra also stated that there are no liability issues in regards to administering Narcan as it falls under Emergency Responders Good Samaritan Laws.  Sgt. Lawrence hooked up the CCPD’s new mock system, which is a program that makes writing tickets, communicating with each other, and running plates much easier. This program is free through the state, with the only cost to the CCPD being a $12/year fee for Google Maps.  The GPS antennas needed to run the mock system were donated by Antennas Plus out of Shullsburg.  These antennas cost approximately $500 each.  Keith Loeffelholz won a 308 rifle in a local raffle and donated it to the CCPD.  Sgt. Lawrence also installed all the latest updates to the CCPD computer systems.  Chief Terpstra also noted that although the defendant in the federal case of child pornography pled guilty, it is being appealed on the merit of the search warrant.  CCPD’s work on the case is done. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]DPW Morrissey presented his monthly report.  Plans for the 2016 Street and TID Projects have been approved through the Light and Water Commission and the Board of Public Works.  Bids are due back to City Hall on Friday, April 29th.  DPW Morrissey is hoping to have all electric meters switched over to AMR by July.  Progress is also being made on the water meter conversions.  The new scoreboard at Splinter Park is up and running.  Greg Bockhop donated a bike rack for the Multi-Use Court.  DPW Morrissey is hoping to have the monument rock, benches, additional sidewalk and bike rack installed before the dedication. 

Economic Development Director Jones presented his monthly report.  In regards to the Industrial Park wetland delineations, Jones stated that Stantec has been outstanding to work with.  Stantec will be doing delineations on Russ Stratton’s property as well as Innovative Ag at no extra cost.  The delineations should be completed and results received in about a week to 10 days.  Jones has a meeting on April 14th with Prosperity SW Wisconsin/Planning Commission to discuss the verification process and see what they have to offer.  Jones has a meeting next week to discuss areas where housing can be developed.  Delta 3 Engineering has offered to do some plans, free of charge to give the City an idea of the costs involved in developing those areas.  The First Impressions Committee is assisting in putting together  some slides for a presentation to the public.  Jones held an Entrepreneurial class in Platteville on March 24th.  There were 6 individuals in attendance as some canceled due to weather.  The Schneller façade improvements are well underway.  There are currently approximately 15 vendors signed up for the Community Market and new signage has been ordered.  The Community Garden is almost full, with only 3 spots left to fill.

Fire Chief Tranel presented the department’s monthly report.  One new member has joined the CCVFD and there are two currently enrolled in classes to become certified.  Chief Tranel is looking into adopting an ordinance to reduce the number of required fire inspections per facility from 2 to 1 per year.  Through the WisSafe program, the CCVFD will receive 25 free smoke detectors to be distributed to the young and elderly in the community who are in need.  The CCVFD is expecting to receive a donated set of pet oxygen masks by the end of the month.  Calls for the month include 2 carbon monoxide alarms in city, an accident in city, standby for Hazel Green, mutual aid for a house fire in Hazel Green, and an EMS lift assist in the city.  

Cuba City Area Rescue Squad President, Rita Luna presented the department’s monthly report.  There were 17 calls this past month.  The First Responder classes will be finishing this week and the new members should be joining the CCARS in the next few weeks.  State approval has already been received to add the new members to the roster.  The squad continues looking into additional methods for recruiting new members.

Moved by Alderperson Beinborn and seconded by Alderperson Bockhop that the Common Council approve the contracting of the Industrial Park ALTA surveys.  Motion carried:  Ayes-8; Noes-0.

Moved by Alderperson Van De Wiel and seconded by Alderperson Hendrickson that the Common Council approve the contracting of marketing services for the Industrial Park.  Motion carried:  Ayes-8; Noes-0.

Moved by Alderperson Van De Wiel and seconded by Alderperson Risher that the Common Council remove the stipulation that land price incentive must be used to sell property in the Industrial Park.  Motion carried:  Ayes-8; Noes-0.

Moved by Alderperson Bockhop and seconded by Alderperson Loeffelholz that the Common Council approve the plans for the 2016 Street Projects and 2016 TID #2 and TID #3 Projects.  Motion carried:  Ayes-8; Noes-0.


Old Business

Alderperson Risher stated that Mayor Gile, Clerk-Treasurer Hill, DPW Morrissey, and Alderperson Risher are working with the auditors and Kurt Muchow of Vierbicher Assoc. to get some bottom line numbers.  With TID #2 closing in July of 2017, decisions need to be made in regards to which projects can be done prior to the closing.  Risher asked the other Council members to submit to Mayor Gile, DPW Morrissey or himself any ideas they might have on TID related projects.  There are many variables that affect the bottom line of the TID and progress is being made on finalizing the numbers.  Once this is completed, the numbers will be presented to the Council for discussion on the project options.
