Mayor Thomas J. Gile presiding.  Called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Mayor Gile asked all present to join in reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

Moved by Alderperson Beinborn and seconded by Hendrickson that the Common Council approve the consent agenda items:  Approval of the minutes of the July 6, 2016 Regular Meeting of the Common Council; approval of notice of this meeting posted on the bulletin board at City Hall and e-mailed to the Tri-County Press on July 28, 2016; and authorize payment of claims against the General Fund and Municipal Sewer Plant in the amount of $201,322.88.  Motion carried:  Ayes-8; Noes-0. 

Committee Reports

Finance Committee:  Chairman Risher noted that the Committee met a week ago to review the Employee Handbook and will meet again soon to discuss some of the items that required more research.  Police Advisory Committee:   Chairman Beinborn noted that Doug Weaver will be coming back to work on a part-time basis with the CCPD.  Board of Public Works:  Chairman Hendrickson noted that a meeting was held on 7/12/16 where discussion was held on the wetland delineations and how to clean the area up and make it more sellable.  

Department Reports  

Chairman Beinborn presented Chief Terpstra’s monthly report.  Through partnership with the National Child Safety Council, the CCCDC has been reaching out to local businesses to help fund educational materials for the school and has received approximately $2,000.  Sgt. Investigator Lawrence will be attending a free training through ICAC which will focus on Alicia’s law, digital forensic unit examination results, how to read them and what they mean.  Officer Robbins will be attending a free training through SWTC on highway drug investigations.  Officers Robbins and Hammerly will be attending a free training in Platteville on Standardized Field Sobriety Recertification, OWI Search Warrant Refresher and Drug Recognition Expert.  Chief Terpstra plans to reschedule Kids Safety Day as it was canceled due to severe weather.  Chief Terpstra will be working with a group of students from the High School and Grade School on a “fill the squad car” campaign.  The Students and the Chief will be collecting school supplies to be donated to the school for families in need.  Information on the program should be in the newspaper and on the Facebook page shortly.  There will be a collection point at City Hall and if anyone wants to sponsor a bag they can make a donation at the Police Department and a bag of supplies will be purchased in their name.  The Chief recently gave a talk to a group of people at the Methodist Church on Scams and Schemes and ways to protect your identity.  He plans to hold more of these talks in the future.   

[bookmark: _GoBack]DPW Morrissey presented his monthly report.  Curb and gutter is scheduled to be poured tomorrow on Washington, Yuba, Jones Court and Dewey Street.  Blacktopping should begin by September 1st.  Next Monday the water main project on N. Randolph will be starting and should take 1½ - 2 weeks.  All electric meters are switched over to automatic read system, while the water meters are an ongoing project with about 35% complete.  Park & Rec Board will meet in near future to discuss direction on Boy Scout building.  The manholes have been completed for the TIF 2 portion of Yuba Street. 

Economic Development Director Jones presented his monthly report.  The title work for the Industrial Park is in the process of being updated.  A public meeting for the museum will be held on 8/9/16 at 7 p.m. with coverage by the Telegraph Herald.  The July Community Market was successful with 200 root beer floats given away by Hometown Pharmacy.  There has been over $120k in improvements generated with a $47k investment by the City thru façade grants and loans.  Jones has been in discussions with the bank as well as the CDC in regards to the Depot building and what can be done with it as it is in need of work.  

Ryan Gerhards presented the department’s monthly report.  The department’s new helmets have arrived.  The CCFD had a great turnout and great weather for the dance on July 30th.  The department is preparing for a mock accident on Sept 19th with the CCHS and EMS.  Calls for the month included a weather spot and 2 gas leaks. 

Cuba City Area Rescue Squad President, Rita Luna presented the department’s monthly report.  There were 20 calls for the month, with a couple of them being mutual aid calls.  All but one of the First Responders has their license now.  The Department is still working on recruiting efforts.  All members have completed Active Shooter Training.  The CCARS will celebrate their 40th anniversary in September and they are looking into hosting an open house.
