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The Carr Cheese Factory started operation in January of 1921 when a group of farmers banded together to establish a cooperative factory as a place to take their milk and make it into cheese.  Back then there was a cheese factory about every 3 miles or so as many of the farmers delivered their milk by horse and buggy.  Almost every farm in the area milked cows and that 3 mile radius is what seemed to work around here.  The factory received its name from the area on which it was built Carr Cheese Factory, Carr School and the Carr Cemetery.
Gile Cheese started in January of 1946 when Cletus and Sally Gile purchased the Carr Cheese Factory form Ervin Northaus and his wife.  Cletus and Sally moved to Cuba City from Dunbarton WI. where they made cheese at the Dunbarton Factory.  Cletus’s father and all of his brothers made cheese in the area at one time or another.  Cletus made cheddar for most of the years at the Carr Cheese Factory.
In 1979 the Giles formed a partnership with Cletus and his two sons Tom and Tim.  Together they completely remodeled the cheese factory and installed some new and refurbished equipment.  A Cheese Store was also opened at the factory in which Tim operated. They started to make Cheddar Cheese and quickly added Baby Swiss to their styles of cheeses being made.  In 1981 Tim took a test and was awarded his Cheesemakers License from the State of Wisconsin.  In that year they started to manufacture Colby and 50-50 Cheese (Colby Jack)  
In 1984 Tim and his wife Diane bought the Factory from Cletus and soon after that Monterey Jack was added and also many flavored Jack Cheeses were born.  Pepper Jack, Vegetable Jack, Pesto Jack and lately we have added Olive Jack and Dill Pickle Jack.
1n 1986 Tim and Diane opened the Gile Cheese Store at 111 S Main St in Cuba City.  They added many cheese related items at the new location.  As time went on they out grew this location and the lack of parking was also a problem.  A location at 116 N Main became available.  This location had everything they wanted and especially a parking lot.  Tim and Diane purchased the building in December of 1997 and in April of 1998 they relocated the Cheese Store to its present location.  
As business grew so did they.  The Gile’s have added on to this location twice.  The first addition was for storage and the second addition was for a new and larger packaging facility. More room meant more items were added to their inventory to include over 150 varieties of Cheese and Cheese Spreads.  They also carry Sausages, Meat Sticks, Jams and Jellies, Crackers, Soup Mixes, Dip Mixes, Flavored Coffee Beans (ground or whole), Pickles, and Pickled Products, Popcorn and Snacks.   The famous foam Cheese Heads and other foam novelties are here too.
Milestone
This year we are celebrating 70 years of Gile Cheese and 95 years of the Carr Cheese Factory being in business.  An anniversary sale will be held in June of this year commemorating Dairy Month and their anniversaries.
