

Updates from the State of Wisconsin
· 03.18.2020 — Gov. Tony Evers today directed Department of Health Services (DHS) Secretary-designee Andrea Palm to restrict the size of all child care settings. Centers may not operate with more than 10 staff present at a time and may not operate with more than 50 children present at a time. This order can be found at the bottom of this page.
· 03.17.2020 -- Gov. Tony Evers today directed Department of Health Services (DHS) Secretary-designee Andrea Palm to issue an agency order prohibiting mass gatherings of 10 people or more to slow the spread of COVID-19. 
· 03.17.2020 -- Lafayette County offices are functioning at limited capacity, only essential functions will be available until further notice.  Please review the departments tab at the top of this page to locate contact information for any questions you may have for each specific department.
· 03.16.2020 -- Gov. Evers Directs DHS to Prohibit Mass Gatherings of 50 People or More; press releases available at the bottom of the page.
· Guidance for Child Care Providers: To promote consistent practices based on the best available information about COVID-19, the Department of Children and Families (DCF) has worked with DHS and the Department of Public Instruction to provide guidance to providers of child care, Head Start, and 3 and 4-year old kindergarten programs. 
· 03.14.2020 -- Govenor Tony Evers signed an executive order for Statewide School Closure.  That order can be found here.

· 03.12.2020 -- Governor Tony Evers signed an executive order declaring a public health emergency in response to new cases of COVID-19. Executive order #72 can be found here.
