Common Council President John Van De Wiel presiding.  Called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Van De Wiel asked all present to join in reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Council President Van De Wiel noted that the agenda for this meeting was posted on the bulletin board at City Hall and e-mailed to the Tri-County Press and members of the Common Council on April 17, 2020.  Moved by Alderperson Bockhop and seconded by Alderperson Hendrickson that the Common Council find that this meeting was properly called and convened and proper notice given pursuant to s. 19.84, Wis. Stats.  Motion carried:  Ayes-7; Noes-0.

There were no public comments, observations or petitions at this time.

Moved by Alderperson Hazen and seconded by Alderperson Weber that appointment of Alderperson District 1 to fill the position vacated by Greg Kern declining his election to the position, be tabled until the May 6th Common Council meeting.  Motion carried:  Ayes-7; Noes-0.

Alderperson Weber nominated Alderperson Van De Wiel to serve as President of the Council.  Alderperson Hendrickson seconded the nomination.  Alderperson Bockhop nominated Alderperson Loeffelholz to serve as President of the Council.  No second on the nomination. Moved by Alderperson Weber that nominations be closed and a unanimous ballot be cast for Alderson Van De Wiel to serve as President of the Council.  Motion carried:  Ayes-7; Noes-0.

Moved by Alderperson Bockhop and seconded by Alderperson Loeffelholz that the Common Council appoint Director of Public Works George Morrissey to serve as Weed Commissioner.  Motion carried:  Ayes–7; Noes-0.

Moved by Alderperson Hendrickson  and seconded by Alderperson Hazen that the Common Council approve the Plan Commission’s recommendation to re-zone Proposed Lots 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5 of subdivision plat for Second Addition to Rolling Knoll subdivision, currently part of Parcel # 211-00615-0095 owned by Polfer Properties, LLC, located on the South side of Truman Street from A-1 to R-1.  Motion carried:  Ayes -7; Noes-0.

Moved by Alderperson Bockhop and seconded by Alderperson Loeffelholz that the Common Council approve the preliminary plat for Second Addition to Rolling Knoll Subdivision.  Motion carried:  Ayes-7; Noes-0.

Moved by Alderperson Hendrickson and seconded by Alderperson Weber that the Common Council approve the final plat for Second Addition to Rolling Knoll Subdivision.  Motion carried:  Ayes – 7; Noes-0.

Moved by Alderperson Hendrickson and seconded by Alderperson Loeffelholz that the Common Council approve the use of budgeted Community Market funds to purchase family activity items for the plaza project, contingent upon Council approval of items to be purchased.  Motion carried:  Ayes - 6; Noes – 1 (Alderperson Weber stated that he voted no because he would prefer this item be tabled to the next meeting when Economic Development Director Jones is present to discuss.)

Moved by Alderperson Hazen and seconded by Alderperson Bockhop that the Common Council extend the City of Cuba City’s State of Emergency Declaration an additional 30 days to May 21st, 2020.  Motion carried:   Ayes -7; Noes -0.

Moved by Alderperson Weber and seconded by Alderperson Hendrickson that the Common Council table the discussion and possible action on election workers to the May 6th Common Council meeting when Mayor Gile is present to discuss.  Motion carried:  Ayes-7; Noes-0.

DPW Morrissey stated that the curb and gutter work on Kelly Street is scheduled to start next week.  Also, the playground equipment at the parks has been taped off in compliance with Governor Evers’ Safer At Home Order.
