Also, Jake has been working on McKinley Street converting to 7200. WPPI visited Cuba City to test meters & preform infrared testing. The fire hydrant painting is on hold as Morrissey looks for a new painter. The WPPI Community Recharge Funds have been spent. We provided flowers to residents at Epione Pavilion and Chamber Gift Cards to essential employees. At the next meeting, the commission will discuss 2021 water projects. 

Deputy Clerk-Treasurer R. Hill reported the PSC voted on July 23 to begin the utility moratorium again until September 1. The PSC meets again August 20 to decide if they want to extend that moratorium longer. This means that we are unable to disconnect utilities on past due accounts.  

Deputy Clerk-Treasurer R. Hill reported in regards to the Value of Local Utility Program. There are two new deductions, one for $3,000 for Splinter Park lights that was previously approved and another for $25 for AC tune-up.
